e The Type 316 stainless steel fascia screw is driven through the
predrilled and counterbored fascia material and securely into the
substrate material.

e The additional space around the shank of the fascia screw
allows for the expansion and contraction of the fascia board.

Fascia Counterbore Predrill and Installation

Easy and efficient. Use the fascia
counterbore bit to predrill the oversized,
counterbore holes into your fascia material.
Refer to the spacing diagram at right.

1. Starting at the upper left corner, position 24" between 2 end
the first hole 2" from the upper and left fasteners distance
edges (top left corner).
